In Person for Agenda Items and Non-Agenda Public Comment:  Please fill out a speaker slip located at the 
entrance to the meeting room. Indicate the item you wish to speak on as well as other requested information. 
Then submit it to a staff member.  

Via Virtual Platform for Agenda Items and Non-Agenda Public Comment: When the Chairperson introduces 
the item, you would like to comment on (or indicates it is time for Non-Agenda Public Comment), raise your 
hand by either tapping the “Raise Your Hand” button on your computer, tablet, or Smartphone, or by 
dialing *9 on your phone. You will be taken in the order in which you raised your hand. You may only speak 
once on a particular item. 

When the Chairperson indicates it is your turn to speak, unmute your phone by tapping the Unmute button on 
your computer, tablet or Smartphone, or dial *6 on your phone. 

Please Note: Members of the public who wish to provide virtual testimony must enter the virtual queue by 
raising their hand before the queue closes. The queue will close when the last virtual speaker finishes speaking 
or five minutes after in-person testimony ends, whichever happens first.  Those participating virtually may NOT 
cede time to others participating in person or virtually.  

 HOW TO PROVIDE WRITTEN COMMENTS: 

For Agenda Items and Non-Agenda Public Comment: Submit using the webform indicating the comment type 
and agenda item number for which you wish to submit your comment. Comments received by 10:00 AM the day 
of the meeting will be distributed to the Historical Resources Board and posted online with the meeting materials. 
All webform comments are limited to 200 words but may include attachments. Comments received after the 
deadlines described above but before the item is called will be submitted into written record for the relevant item.
